President Rory Grindley called the mid-year District 6 meeting to order at 9:30 AM welcoming all to Seattle.  Following introductions President Grindley reviewed the agenda and asked for any changes (there were none).

I. Approval of Minutes

The July 8 Annual Board Meeting minutes were approved with minor edits offered by Rich Romer and Wes Pringle.  The July 10 Annual Business Meeting minutes were approved with minor edits offered by Rock Miller.

II. President Report (Rory Grindley)

Badges for District 6 Board members were researched with International and found to cost for $10 each.  Current officers will be provided badges.  Past Presidents will be provided a badge with year served as president.  Rory Grindley will coordinate the acquisition.

Ray Davis moved Rich Romer seconded to approve changes to Vice Presidential responsibilities with deletion of word “nominally” and notation that Vice President communicate travel budgets to each committee and council chair.  Motion passed.

Ray Davis moved Rich Romer seconded to approve addition to Vice Presidential responsibilities to chair WesternITE and web page oversight committee.  Motion passed.

III. International Presidents Report (Jenny Grote)

Jenny Grote thanked Rory Grindley for organization of the Mid-Year Meeting and reported on her travels as International President.  She indicated International will be looking for District financial support to hire an intern in the future.  ITE Journal column for district activities is being developed this year to link local activities (she set up a schedule for all districts).

Joint meetings between districts and sections are being promoted.  The most recent International meeting selection was for Vancouver, BC Canada in 2010 and might be a good District 6 joint meeting opportunity in the future.

IV. Vice President Report (Julie Townsend)

Julie Townsend reported on the 2001-2002 financial status summarized in her report.    Rory Grindley indicated to have a members only area for the District 6 Officer and Committee directory.  Acknowledgement to Debbie Sage was provided for her work to prepare directory.  An advanced call for awards was made.

V. Secretary Treasurer Report

Randy McCourt summarized current year to date expenditures relative to budget.  Specific note was made of costs for accountant and WesternITE that are currently tracking above budget.  He summarized work to upgrade web site content.

VI. Past President Report (Rock Miller)

Ray Davis moved and Patti Boekamp seconded a motion that passed for the District 6 Executive Board to convene in executive session to discuss nominations issues. 

The proposed slate of candidates for 2002 was presented:  Pat Noyes was the only candidate for International Director and Bahman Janka and Zaki Mustafa were presented as candidates for Secretary Treasurer.  For Vice President Randy McCourt and President Julie Townsend were presented.

Rich Romer moved and Ray Davis seconded to accept the slate of candidates.  Motion passed.

VII. International Directors Reports

Patti Boekamp, Rich Romer and Ray Davis reported on their activities over the past six months.

Rory Grindley noted Tim Harpst’s report was in meeting agenda packet.  The entire board expressed appreciation of Tim’s service, wise counsel, service, friendship and (of course) bringing Stephanie to keep us all company with her wit and sense of fun during his term on the International Board.

VIII. District Administrator (Wes Pringle)

Rory Grindley indicated that he will chair a committee for the search and guidelines for a replacement of the District Administrator.  The committee will include Pat Noyes, Rock Miller, Julie Townsend and Randy McCourt.  Selection will likely extend beyond the Palm Desert Annual Meeting with a likely selection at the 2003 mid-year meeting.

IX. WesternITE Managing Editors Report (Zaki Mustafa)

Ray Davis moved and Rich Romer seconded a motion to address the issue of accepting credit card payment for WesternITE advertising in the new business portion of the agenda – motion passed.  

Julie Townsend noted the WesternITE managing editor stipend could be flexibly applied between expenses and stipend based upon specific needs.  Rory Grindley noted that the advisory committee may need to address campaign guidelines in the future.  

X. Website Report

Rory Grindley noted that Rafat Raie has stepped down and a process of selecting a new website manager.  Zaki Mustafa has stepped in to maintain the web site in the interim until a new web site manager is selected.  All web postings and issues should be routed through the standing web oversight committee chaired by the Vice President.

Julie Townsend addressed the structure of the web master stipend.  It was agreed to have the web oversight committee work with the new website manager to determine the split between stipend and expenses as well as performance requirements of the web site.  Rory Grindley noted that ownership of the domain name is being worked through to place it in the ownership of ITE District 6.

Julie Townsend reported on the creation of an award for best section/chapter web site.  Patti Boekamp moved and Ray Davis seconded a motion to approve the award and its guidelines with an award to the first award at the 2002 Annual Meeting.  Zaki offered to create a traveling award.  Motion passed.
Rory Grindley noted a concept of an assistant web page manager and consensus was that was acceptable, given the discretion of the new web site manager.  Rory Grindley also raised that the web site manager travel needs should be clarified, similar to committee chair status.  Patti Boekamp noted that the next budget should reflect travel costs to the mid-year meeting for the web site manager.  Rock Miller indicated that the roles and responsibilities of the web site manager should include coordination with WesternITE.  Rock Miller moved and Patti Boekamp seconded a motion to elevate the web site manager to a committee head.  Motion passed.

XI. District Advisory Committee Report (Pat Noyes/Rock Miller)

Pat noted status of committee membership and current activities.

XII. Technical Committee Report (Ken Ackeret)

Ken Ackeret noted that section activity report guidelines should be published in the WesternITE and that the CD of past annual meeting papers was completed and he provided the District Administrator a copy.  Ken Ackeret is requesting board approval for $750 compensation CD development to UNLV.  Ken Ackeret assured that 28 copies of the CDs will be produced for each student chapter through Charlie Ebeling as final action in return for compensation. 

Rich Romer moved and Julie Townsend seconded a motion to approve a check for $750 be issued to UNLV for compensation for the cost of the CD production.  Motion passed. 

Patti Boekamp moved and Rich Romer seconded  a motion to allow UNLV to burn CDs to sell at Palm Desert (at a price they determine) and then any remaining CDs and the original files will become the property of the District who will then separately negotiate with International regarding sale through the bookstore and how revenues will be assigned (student activities).  Motion passed. 

XIII. Career Guidance Committee Report (Charlie Ebeling)

Charlie Ebeling indicated that a newsletter editor assistance position will be pursued and that the Kell competition award will follow recommendations of the student chapter initiatives committee. Jodi Carson reported that the MSU Endowment which commenced in May 2001 with a goal of a $100,000 endowment in four years.  Currently raised $27,000 in the first year against a goal of $25,000.  Pledge amounts of up to $62,500 have been raised and she feels that the goal will be achieved

XIV. Membership Committee Report (Dave Butzier)

Dave Butzier indicated we had 10% growth last year but was concerned with the poor economy that reductions in membership may be a concern.  Dave Butzier asked if a listing could be provided by International of non-renewing members earlier than May to do friendly reminders to renew membership.  Jenny Grote indicated she would ask International staff for assistance.  Ray Davis indicated that the total institute membership is over 16,000 and District 6 is about 4,000 members.

XV. Legislative Committee Report (Walt Stringer)

Walt Stringer indicated that any information about transportation issues around the district is very helpful.  

Rory Grindley was requested to appoint a member to the 2002 ITE Policy and Legislative Committee.  Jenny Grote indicated that the councils were requested to produce white papers on ISTEA reauthorization in February 2002.  Rory Grindley recommended Steve Gorcester be appointed to the committee.  Ray Davis indicated each section/chapter will also have representation on the committee.

XVI. California Traffic Engineering Registration Committee (Walter Okitsu)

Walter Okitsu has established a lobbying group Registered Traffic Engineers of America.  Consideration of use of the PTOE exam as the registration exam and prompting traffic engineering into a practice is being studied.

XVII. Student Chapter Initiatives Committee Report (Rory Grindley)

Rich Romer moved and Ray Davis seconded a motion to develop a District 6 Resolution to the International Board to waive first year International dues.  Motion passed.  

Rich Romer moved and Randy McCourt seconded to develop a resolution to International Board to encourage International Board to consider the District 6 student chapter initiatives as a model.  Motion passed.  Rich Romer recommended he draft up and circulated via email the text for the resolutions for editing and consensus to allow for delivery by March 2002.

Rich Romer moved and Ray Davis seconded to subsidize Student Faculty Advisor by issuing a $150 District 6 voucher toward ITE International dues upon submission of annual Student Chapter Report and by establishing new District 6 dues classification for current faculty advisors which is $0 and by waiving District 6 Annual Meeting registration fees as long as the Faculty Advisor is an ITE member.  Julie Townsend commented on the District 6 Annual Meeting registration – was it full or just technical? – It was noted it was full registration, meals included.  Motion passed.

Rich Romer moved and Ray Davis seconded to pursue development of a student competition (typically at the annual meeting) that would generally be a “real life” problem solving competition combining professionals with student teams that present their approach to the problem (using the California Transportation  Foundation model).  Organize room space with the Palm Desert LAC and include requirements in LAC Handbook for future LACs.  Awards would be provided up to $1000 to winner.  Consider as a future replacement to the Kell Award.  Guidelines for competition to be developed by Career Guidance Chair.  Ray Davis provided California Transportation Foundation guidelines of a similar program.  Charlie added that a committee be formed for setting up problem for competition and coordination with LAC.  Motion passed.
Rich Romer moved and Randy McCourt seconded that District 6  Establish a new award for Outstanding Transportation Educator in District 6 from an university/college with an ITE student chapter and the Student Chapter Initiative Committee will create guidelines (plaque).  Motion passed.

Rich Romer moved and Julie Townsend seconded to consider reformatting Student Chapter Award to be $100 for submitting, $200 for winner PLUS expenses for student chapter to attend annual meeting up to a total of $1000 for direct costs.   Motion passed.

Ray Davis indicated that the SF Bay Area is not submitting a scholarship this year and instead will be utilizing funds for student chapter advisor and student(s) to attend the Palm Desert annual meeting.  

Randy McCourt moved and Rich Romer seconded to have Ray Davis prepare an article explaining scholarship funds can be utilized flexibly and Rory Grindley to issue a letter to each section/chapter explaining the benefits of this concept.  Motion passed.

Rich Romer, Ray Davis, Jodi Carlson, Patti Boekamp and Ken Ackeret volunteered as a group to coordinate activities and seek resources for administration of the student competition.  Rich Romer indicated that getting space at Palm Desert will be the LAC responsibility.  Dee will provide a coordination person.  

Charlie asked about the student paper award funding (current $500 award plus up to $500 for travel to annual meeting).  Rock Miller noted committee discussed this subject and felt it was well compensated for.  Charlie was concerned about lack of participation in award – maybe the award could be done away with and used for more student participation at the annual meeting.  Matter was tabled until the next Board meeting to discuss the status/role of the student paper award.

Patti Boekamp moved and Rich Romer seconded to award $500 to UNLV to encourage attendance at the Palm Desert annual meeting as a thank you for their work on the technical committee project CD task.  Motion passed. 

XVIII. Coordinating Council Report

Report was submitted in agenda packet.

XIX. Transportation Planning Council Report (Don Samdahl)

Don Samdahl mentioned transportation planning certification has been discussed in the past.  Recently Steve Gayle has been serving as a liaison of APA to further develop this concept.  Jenny Grote indicated that the issue is with APA right now to respond – it is in discussion stage.  Smart Growth task force recommended practice is being developed and is being transitioned into the TPC.  Another recommended practice on site impact analysis guidelines is being revised.

XX. Public Agency Council Report

No report was filed.  

XXI. Local Arrangements Committee Handbook Revision Committee (Rich Romer)

Rich Romer researched past issues and coordinated with recent LAC chairs.  Changes were noted (underscoring shows additions, parenthesis shows deletions).  International Policy 17-9 that allows corporate sponsorship was included.  Rich Romer requested comments from the Board.  Current LACs can utilize the draft as a guide.

XXII. Annual Meeting Reports

A. 2001 Albuquerque LAC Report (Karen Aspelin)

Karen indicated the current balance of accounts is $28,258 and with only minor expenses outstanding she expects the LAC to transfer approximately $28,200 to District 6 accounts.  Books should be closed next month.  Members of the board commended and complemented Karen’s work and outstanding report.  Free registration to honorary and life members should be provided – including meals.  Patti Boekamp commented that the additional accounting charges might be best accrued against LAC accounts when appropriate.  The Board commended the Albuquerque LAC for an outstanding job.

B. 2002 Palm Desert LAC Report (Dee Ubhayakar/Dave Nelson)

Patti Boekamp moved and Rich Romer seconded to have the LAC do their best to budget carefully but to place full time registration at $350.  Motion passed.

Rich Romer moved and Rock Miller second to revamp the Palm Desert LAC sponsorship program to be consistent with the International program. Motion passed.

Dave Nelson requested another advance for the LAC of $4000.  Rich Romer moved and seconded by Rock Miller to authorize secretary treasurer to forward up to $4000 of advance based upon need.  Motion passed.

C. 2007 Annual Meeting Shortlisting

Rory Grindley noted that four proposals were submitted from Arizona Section, Colorado-Wyoming Section, Nevada Chapter and Oregon Section.

(Ray Davis and Patti Boekamp departed)

D. 2003 Seattle LAC Report (Jim MacIsaac)

Jim requested an advance of $4000 for travel and coordination to annual meetings by LAC members.  Rich Romer moved and Julie Townsend seconded to advance $4000 to the Seattle LAC.  Motion passed.

E. Support for Continuing Education at Annual Meetings

Rory Grindley talked about District 6 support to enhanced continuing education.  Randy McCourt moved and Rich Romer seconded to support enhanced continuing education session(s) on Sunday at Palm Desert.  Motion passed.
