STUDENT/Y OUNGER MEMBER SUPPORT

Describe how your Section supported your ITE Students and Younger Members last year. (i.e. scholarships,
student leadership summits, mentoring, etc.). Oregon ITE supports, facilitates, and organizes student activities
through awards and scholarships, the Annual Bill Kloos Traffic Bowl, outreach for local student chapters,
support for the ITE conference travel, and free and discounted events for students. Many Oregon ITE board
members serve as mentors to students currently enrolled throughout Oregon, including through the
mentorship program hosted by the Oregon State University chapfter.

AWARDS & SCHOLARSHIP PRESENTED

Oregon ITE was proud to award three $2,500 general scholarships last year for the Oregon ITE scholarship,
one to Matt Prak, an undergraduate at Oregon State University, one to Wyatt Brown a graduate at Oregon
State University, and one to Isa Swain an undergraduate student at Portland State University. The section also
awarded its Annual Bill Kloos scholarship to Wyatt Brown of Oregon State University.



ANNuAL BiLL KLoos TrRarFric BowL EVENT

The 31st Annual Bill Kloos Traffic Bowl was an in-person event in 2024 and was held on November 21st in
Portland, OR. Student teams from the Oregon Institute of Technology, Oregon State University, Portland State
University, the University of Portland, and the University of Washington competed. The event was attended
by 133 people, 42 of them students from participating colleges. All feams received the same cash prizes for
participating, with the winner receiving bragging rights. This year we were happy to have the return of the
University of Portland to the competition which was recently approved as an official ITE Student Chapter.
Student participants attended the Oregon ITE student focused Day After Events which was a field trip to the
newly updated Portland Airport and Better Red Trimet project.

SuppoRrT AND OUTREACH FOR LocAL STuDENT CHAPTERS

Oregon ITE conducts outreach to local ITE Student Chapters to infroduce students to the transportation
planning and engineering profession and provide a connection to the professional organization. Last year,
Oregon ITE contacted administrators at the various civil engineer programs around the state soliciting
inferest in on-campus visits to promote the field of fransportation engineering and ITE and scholarships
offered by the section. Oregon ITE was able to conduct three outreach events in 2024 including:

» University of Portland, af the University, 1/26/24 and 9/12/24 - Spoke as a guest lecturer in a pair of

fransportation engineering courses attended by approximately 15 students each (a senior level course
on Thursday, 1/25, and a junior level course on Friday, 1/26). Discussed Oregon ITE and our scholarships,
encouraged ITE registration, the reactivation of the U of P student chapter, and participation in the
2024 Traffic Bowl. Primary subject matter of the presentation was the N Willamette Blvd Active
Transportation Corridor.

» Oregon Institute of Technology, Klamath Falls, 04/17/2024: Discussed Oregon ITE and our scholarships,

encouraged ITE registration, and participation in the 2024 Traffic Bowl. Primary subject matter of the
presentation was the N Willamette Blvd Active Transportation Corridor.

» Portland State University, af The Portland Building, 11/12/2024: For the third year in a row, Portland State

opted to have their student outreach event take place at the Portland Build. PSU STEP provided lunch

while PBOT employees gave a technical presentation on what it takes to plan and build fransportation
projects in Portland. The event concluded with a building tour of the 13th, 14th, and 15th floors, as well
as the basement. Approximately 25 students.

Oregon ITE provides financial support to encourage students’ participation in all events held by our Section
by waiving annual membership dues, offering free registrations to all Section events, and providing grants to
student chapters to support their activities. In 2024 grants were awarded to OSU to allow them to purchase
food for their monthly meetings which have seen strong aftendance.

APPLICATION OF TECHNICAL KNOWLEDGE

Did your Section, for example, address a local transportation issue or collaborate with industry on a project
or program. In 2024 the Section helped Northern Arizona State University solicit responses to surveys informing
research on fraffic management procedures and on the Traffic Signal Timing Manual. It also helped gather
responses for the ITE Transit Committee’s research on signs for BRT facilities.

NETWORKING EVENTS

Did your Section hold any networking events? Describe any events that would have led to a particularly
meaningful experience for members. Oregon ITE holds monthly board meetings fo coordinate our volunteer
officers in better serving our section members and traditionally host quarterly networking events. The Oregon
ITE board held 11 regular board meetings and 8 networking events for our members. Five events were
stand-alone social events (see below) while other networking events were included as happy hours after



workshops or as part of the annual Bill Kloos Traffic Bowl. This year the section has worked on expanding
happy hours outside the Portland metro area by partnering with ASCE. This allowed members who live
outside of Portland better access to networking opportunities.

K-12 STEM OuTREACH

Did your Section participate in any K-12 STEM Outreach eventis? Yes, Oregon ITE hosted Oregon MESA at
Traffic Bowl to help raise money for the organization. Atftendees were encouraged to donate fo MESA and
those that did were entered into a raffle for a 3 section traffic signal. This is the second year MESA attended
Traffic Bowl and we confinue to strengthen our relationship with them. We are looking for additional
partnership opportunities with MESA and ways in which our members can help support their STEM events.

New MEMBER RECRUITMENT

Did your Section have a member recruitment event or another method of attracting potential new
members? Yes, Oregon ITE members reach out to colleagues to personally invite others to join events and
volunteer. Email newsletters and social media are also used fo reach out fo new members and continue fo
keep our members in the loop. Oregon ITE made a point to have a variety of topics for our webinars and
luncheons to engage a broad and varied audience. Oregon ITE reached out to Oregon universities through
in-person informational sessions and activities such as the Bill Kloos Traffic Bowl to encourage student
membership. Oregon ITE involves student representatives of Oregon universities in board meetings to provide
updates on student chapter events and keep students informed about section activities and scholarships.In
2024 we worked with the University of Portland to help establish a new student chapter which was officially
approved by the Western District in January. We are excited to have this new group of students within the
Oregon Section.

DiversiTY AND INCLUSION

How did your Section attempt to both diversity participation and encourage an inclusive environment? This
can be described demographically as well as through activities that encourage the engagement of various
people including Public Agencies, women, planners, and younger member communities.

Fieo Trips/TECHNICAL TOURS

Did your Section go on any field trips or technical tours? Yes, the day after the fraffic bowl event included a
technical tour of the Portland International Airport for student members. The group met at the Convention
Center MAX station and boarded an eastbound train toward the airport. Two representatives from Trimet
met there and gave a technical discussion of the Better Red project. The tour alighted the train at Gateway
Transit Center and had further discussion about the improvements made at the fransit center and then
continued to the airport. Upon arrival, the group made their way to the Port of Portland offices where a Port
engineer met with the group over lunch and gave a technical presentation on the recent terminal
expansion. After lunch they toured the terminal which included a walk through of the baggage area and a
quick walk onto the airfield. Upon completion of the airport tour the group boarded another Red Line train
back toward Downtown.

SErvICE PROJECTS

Did your Section participate in any community service projects? Oregon ITE partnered with SOLVE

FUNDING SuPPORT

Do you raise funds outside of dues and events to reinvest in your members? Yes. Each winter board
members contact local fransportation consultants, data collection firms, and vendors for support and are
overwhelmed by the showing of support we receive from our wonderful sponsors. Oregon ITE collected
$22,000 in sponsorship funds from 21 different sponsors. The majority funds went directly back to members by
subsidizing events and supporting our student chapters though efforts mentioned previously.

LeADERSHIPITE

How does your Section support members interested in LeadershipITE? How does your Section integrate its
Alumni? Oregon ITE financially supported Atusa Gorg through the LeadershiplITE program. Afusa found out
about selection for the program in 2024 and participated in 2025. Oregon ITE maintains a line item in its
budget to support future section members participating in LeadershiplTE.

AbvoCACY

Did your Section engage in any activities to educate and inform members about issues, legislation, and/or
regulations that might impact the transportation industry? Yes, Oregon ITE provides members with legislative
updates via email newsletter and the Oregon ITE website. Additionally, Cadell Chand and Dongmei Lin
represent Oregon ITE as members of the Oregon Traffic Confrol Devices Committee (OTCDC). OTCDC
provides a forum for state, city and county traffic engineers to enhance traffic safety through the promotion
of uniform traffic engineering practices in Oregon.
